We are one of the largest departments in the school and, as a core 
subject, students study science from Year 7 through to Year 11.  At GCSE we 

follow the AQA exam specifica6on, with Triple Science being offered to select 
students.  Our six specialist science teachers provide students with a high quality 

educa6on, delivering lessons to inspire and embed a lifelong apprecia6on of 
science.  A permanent full-6me post has arisen in our department, suitable for an 

applicant that shares the same passion and enthusiasm for science and our 
students’ learning. 

 
We pride ourselves on the delivery of lessons across the department. Since the 
implementa6on of the new 9-1 GCSE, we have adapted our pedagogy and are 

con6nually scru6nizing ways to support and prepare our students for the 
demands of the new GCSE exam.
